ol ‘extremely, a great deal, very much' is used as an intensifier for stative verbs like LA, f,

a8, etc. It is used in making comments primarily. It never occurs in questions.
LA

LA\ means to be skillful, adept, expert (at something). It occurs after verb phrases

(13HUNINED, etc.) or before noun phrases (N1 INE, etc.).

1384 + (name of country) or name of country alone is frequently used in spoken Thai to refer
